./ Power lift ambulance cot request in amount of 512,588.75. The cost new was 516,000. Chief

Fletcher explained the most common injury is a back injury. The Power-Pro Ambulance Cot was

reduced because it had been used for 3 months. When the need to transport a large adult with
limited personnel this power cot will save injuries to the volunteers. The chief announced the
Ohio Farmers Insurance Company gave a donation of 530,000 toward the purchase of one AED

for the squad. The fiscal officer stated there are funds to purchase this power cot from the

General Fire Levy Fund in the line item Capital Purchases. Trustee Likley made the motion to
purchase the Power-Pro Ambulance Cot for St2,588.75, seconded by Trustee Oiler. Roll call:
