GENERAL FUND: As noted, the local gove!'nment was reduced by 25% as well as estate tax is almosi becoming

non- existent. As noted in the past, there is about a 5;O,OOO less carryover each yea:. The revenues are still

exceeding expenditures despite escalating costs.

MOTOR VEHICLE; GASOLINE TAX; ROAD & BRIDGE FUNDS tl-rat are used for road maintenance are remaining

sta ble.

CEMETERY AND ZONING FUNDS are remaining stable with a transfer from general funC each year due to the

revenues that are received are not sufficient tc suppori itself.

FtRE LEVY FUND has noticed a decrease in EMS revenue from 2011". This is due partly because there was prior

year collections in 201-1. This year the an'rount of revenue is steady but not as much as the year before. As the

budget is prspsra6 forth: coming year,'tue notice \/€ rna), not have as iarge a carryover, making it rnore difficult

to attain the desired budget to cperate the department AND there is nothing left to save fr:r capitalequipment

making it necessa:"y for the township to ask for a 2.5 rnil! fire levy to operate the \l/ES;FlILD FIRE & RESCUE

DISTRICT.

FIRE AND AMBULA.NCE FUND; This is grant funding fc;r tralning and EN/S supplies for the fire department, which

has been reduced by $500 for the 2013 year.

COST RECOVERY FTJND: This is ,'evenue that is collected from auto insurance for acciCents. They are biiled for

rescue and fire equipment and personnel at the scene of an accident. The revenue varies and is kept in reserve

for capital purchases.
