ROADS: Lee reporting

Trustee Likley asked if the

fire district is formed would that still be the premium. Martha stated the agent e-mailed the

package and it should be but we will have to see if and when the levy passes. The fiscal officer

asked the board if they agreed that she should sign the document and send it back, all agreed.

have done all they can do to generate revenue such as EMS & accident charges and applying for grants.
